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THE FASTCHECK

Saturday morning, you arrive at the field with two planes ready to go for some serious flying. You unload
and..."Oh, no!ll" No transmitter-you left it on the work bench. Now it*'s 30 minutes home, cussing yourself
all the way, and then 30 minutes back.

Have you even been in this situation? 1 have several times. I have forgotten transmitters, brought the wrong
one, forgotten wings, batteries, fuel, you name it and 1 have left it home. 1 have also tried written
checklists, taping lists on the garage door, you name it here. I even had a list taped to the inside of the
trunk lid of the car and I still got to the field without something.

Finally, I sat down and really thought about what 1 would have to do to remember. I long checklist wasn"t in
the cards since | probably wouldn"t use it. 1 needed a quick acronym to list out the equipment 1 needed. |
thought and tried to remember other acronyms | had used. In my 20 years of flying for the Air Force,
there was only one 1 could remember, and it was from Air Force pilot training in 1959!The old TIGER
emergency air start procedure for the T-33 jet trainer. It went: Throttle-retard, Ignition-on, Gang load
fuel switches, Emergency fuel-on, and Reset throttle. That was 40 years ago and 1 still remember!'Why did
I remember the TIGER check? It was short and the word was catchy. The letters didn"t tell you what to
do, they just pointed you to the correct switch or lever-you knew what to do with it. And the acronym was
great, how can you forget something like TIGER? It's this word that sticks with you for years.

Well 1 searched for a word for my RC checklist which was catchy and reminded me of everything 1°d need.
It took a while, but 1 think 1 have a good one: FAST.

F Fuel Fuel pump, battery for fuel pump, fuel tubing, Field
box and all its equipment.

A Airplane Fuselage & things on fuselage, hatch, engine parts, spinner,
prop, cradle, glow plugs. Wings, wing bolts, retract pump,
biplane struts, biplane aileron connectors.

S Starting equipment Starter, starter battery, glow plug battery, glow plug
leads, chicken stick, glove

T Tools & Transmitter Tool box, wing bolt wrench, screw drivers, glow plug wrench
any specialty tools. Transmitter, neck strap or tray,
antenna

Get into the habit of making one last look at your stuff. Run a quick, mental FAST check: Fuel-Got
everything 1 need, Airplane-Fuselage, wings, bolts, Starter Battery-In my pocket, Tool box-Yes,
Transmitter-1In the case. You'll never have to go home any forgotten items again.
